| and others have spent considerable time attempting to make the docks in the south
cove stable and functional. Since starting over from scratch was financially not an option this
year, we made repairs to the docks as best we could. | believe that all of the docks are now
reasonably stable but making them so was a challenge given that many were constructed
differently when new and many have deteriorated differently over the years. For example,
many | beam dock foundations have tilted and twisted differently over time such that each
wobbly dock required a different fix. Hopefully, at some time in the next 2-3 years, we’ll be
able to address the south cove from scratch and construct docks of the same high quality as
our new sidewall. | am especially thankful to Tom Kuebel, who volunteered several days of
his time and expertise to assist with the south cove repairs.

| also want to let you know that we have formed a new reciprocal membership
agreement with the PYC, which permits Mariners’ members at all levels except inactive to
become reciprocal members in the PYC for $75 (2008 season price). In the past, only
Mariners holding family memberships were eligible for a reciprocal membership. Since the
PYC has only one membership level, this change is most significant for Mariners’ members.
Here are a few other highlights:

Members of one club purchasing reciprocal memberships in the other club:

Will have full member rights and privileges except voting rights in the club in which
they have the reciprocal membership.

Are obligated to abide by all the rules and regulations of the club in whose functions
they are participating.

Are not obligated to participate in work-related duties of the club in which they hold
the reciprocal membership

Mariners at all membership levels except inactive who become reciprocal members of
the PYC and dock their boats there will pay at the same dock rates as do PYC members.
(Boaters who are not PYC members but dock their boats there pay at increased rates).

The Goose Problem Part Il

As last month’s goose article described, the large population of non-migratory geese are an
ongoing problem at PMI, and in fact, throughout the Northeast at malls, golf courses,
homes...anywhere that has grass and water. And there are no easy solutions for managing
this problem.

We had Jim Eckler, the local DEC specialist in goose control, come down to the club on June
3 to walk the club, and talk with us about what measures might be taken. He gave us some of
the biology/science, and some of the hard facts on control. He liked what we were doing with
the fox decoys, and signs to discourage feeding. He also said we needed to do quite a bit more
if we are going to have much impact. He said dogs work very well, and having members run
their dogs is good. He also described pay-for service dog companies as an option, primarily
because the dogs must be present twice a day for months to be very effective. One of the
options we had held out some hope for was predator noise makers, but Jim did not believe
these were effective at all. He said hunting and corralling/killing were legal, but needless to
say, controversial.

Two additional measures that are practical and effective are fencing, and egg oiling. Anyone
who was at the club for the Fathers Day breakfast may have seen the new fencing going up at
the beach and the ramp. The main difference from the past, based on Jims recommendation,
is that the fence must be solid (west end of beach), or multi-stranded, to keep the geese from
going under or over. Please use the two gated openings in the beach fence (vertical string) to
access the water, launch boats, and please replace when you are done. Ditto for the launch
ramp.

Egg oiling is a seasonal activity, and it is too late for this year, but it is something we will need
to do in the future to avoid an even bigger flock. More about this will be published in the
fall/winter. Dave Weagley, Commodore at PYC was at the DEC meeting, and our clubs are
working together on this issue, because we both suffer the consequences. Please help where
you can, and provide any feedback you have. Thank you.

The simplicity of a Sunfish makes it an ideal boat to learn
the craft of sailing. It was introduced to the world in 1945 and described in the Sunfish Bible by
Will White, as a large surfboard with a sail, a rudder, and a daggerboard. In 1951, Carl Meinelt,
one of Alcort's first employees, created the classic Sunfish shape as a wooden kit boat. By
1959 hulls were being produced in molded fiberglass. The only major change was in 1972
when the rudder design that would not release under sailing strain was introduced.

It's time to dust off your Sunfish and air the sails --- the water is warming up. If you are new to
the sport, | love to share what | know, the feel of the wind on my face and the response of the
boat to dance on the waters. Please contact me and we can arrange for a lesson or two.

If you're a bit more confident and competent, consider entering this year's Sunfish Regatta on
Saturday, July 19th. The registration information is on the website, or contact me via e-mail
and | will send you one.
